Active Portfolio

Credit Allocation Scoring (CAS) indicates a medium-long-dated allocation of 15.30%, flat
relatively to the end of May (15.30%). Fund’s actual exposure (beta and duration adjusted)
is 9.06%, lower relatively to last month (10.13%). The mix between Strategic and Tactical
positions is 23% Strategic and 77% Tactical. The fund has an estimated gross yield of
3.13%, a low spread duration of 0.95 and a z spread of 381.

Yield-type bucket
The bucket generated a positive gross contribution to the monthly performance, thanks to

77% of the positions (46 out of 60) contributing positively. Positive contributions were
homogeneously distributed, while there were not significant negative contributions.
The average life of the YT portfolio at the end of June is very short (9 months or 0.71
of spread duration), with a combination of yield close to 2.67% and z-spread of 345.
