Yield-type strategy

The bucket generated a positive gross contribution to the monthly performance, with 92% of
the positions (93 out of 101) contributing positively. Positive contributions were
homogeneously distributed, the only exceptions being COFP 05/21 and IPFLN 04/21, while
there were not significant negative contributions. The average life of the yield-type portfolio is
very short (10 months or average spread duration of 0.80), combined with a yield of 2.24%
(net of funding cost in EUR) and z-spread of 351 basis points. The fund is levered, being
invested at about 142% currently.
